President Bruner called for nominations three (3) times for Treasurer. Received only one (1).   Current Treasurer Jeff Hoff nominated by Dean Martin, 2nd by Joe Jordan. Hoff re-elected for a two (2) year term.

New Business

Discussion about starting League earlier & using Martin Luther King Day as a makeup day. Decided to keep schedule as is because of conflicts with other activities if started earlier.

President Bruner noted he had contacted the three centers. Mockingbird and Leopard will continue to charge $1.50 per line (tax & shoes included) and Westlanes had to go up to $2.25 (tax & shoes included). Leopard will host our Playoffs for the same cost. The other 2 centers were not able to consider the Playoffs. Bruner noted we should consider still using 3 centers because of their loyalty to our program.
Good of the League

Dean Martin passed on information about a bowling boot camp at Sempek Lanes on Saturday, 30 April and Sunday, 1 May 2011 with Diandra Asibity and Jason Belmonte. He did not know cost or times.

Dean Martin also noted that Millard West is now recognized as a full Club Activity at Millard West. New Athletic Director supports bowling.

President Bruner noted a bowling fundraiser being held in Fremont at 30 Bowl for Al Knoell’s grandson’s handicap van on 7 May 2011. 

Jay Nuzum asked about moving varsity & junior varsity bowlers back and forth during league play and how many time it can be done. Bowlers can move back and forth, but must fill out a new certification card when doing so. We do not have a limit as does the State. Our rules only prohibit varsity bowlers bowling junior varsity during the Playoffs.
